 Preparation gives us confidence from spending time alone with the Lord before we are

 Trusting – Do you feel like if you don’t do it then it won’t get done just the way you think 

it should?

 Persistence – Do you easily give up on people, or do you keep committing them to the 

Lord? (1 Thessalonians 5:17)   

 Patience is the love of God demonstrated by not willing for any to die in their sins but that 

all would repent of their sins to come to know His Son as their Lord and Savior.
